1) Fluids, Fever control, Rest, NEVER GIVE ASA OR ANY MEDICATION CONTAINING ASA

2) Children’s does not advise medications for the Flu other than Tylenol or Advil for fever; in
particular, Children’s does not recommend cough medications or the routine use of Tamiflu

3) If your child may have exposed someone at high risk from the flu (see above), have that person

contact their physician promptly.

4) Call back for: persistent lethargy/irritability, labored breathing, chest or abdominal pain; or
‘recrudescence’ (return of fever after 24-48 hrs without fever and without the use of medication for

fever)

5) Return to daycare/school after child has been fever-free for 24hrs w/o benefit of meds for fever
6) If there is sore throat without congestion then obtain a throat culture for strep in the next 48 hours.
